	History of Place / Site:  The house on this site was built for the Tomlinson Family and was reputed to be the oldest house in the Mundaring locality on the York Road (Great Eastern Highway).  The Tomlinson name was later associated with the engineering and manufacturing industry.  The Tomlinson children attended the local Mundaring Primary School (Site 41), and in July 1921, the Swan Express noted that Miss Tomlinson had attended the Church of the Epiphany Ball held at the Mundaring Hall (Site 40).  The area was known as Zamia after the locally occurring Zamia Palms, and it was also the name of the nearby stop on the Eastern Railway.  Later owners of the property included Dr Fraser.
